Exposition of Ephesians 6:12
The leaderĲthe devil :  The enemy has many different 
names. Devilmeans Ķaccuser,ķ because he accuses GodĴs 
people day and night before the throne of God (Rev. 12:7ı
11). Satanmeans Ķadversary,ķ because he is the enemy of 
God. He is also called the tempter (Matt. 4:3), and the 
murderer and the liar (John 8:44). He is compared to a lion 
(1 Peter 5:8), a serpent (Gen. 3:1; Rev. 12:9), and an angel 
of light (2 Cor. 11:13ı15), as well as Ķthe god of this ageķ (2 
Cor. 4:4).

There will always has been the war between the human 
enemies which you can always see, and therefore kill, and 
the invisible enemies which are unseen and therefore 
demand a different system for eliminating them. We have 
a contrast between human, visible enemies and the 
invisible enemies of the angelic army. This is an army of 
fallen angels under the command of Satan. It is a large, well 
organized and well trained army, and it is also a very 
desperate army. It is an army fighting for its life and losing 
every step of the way.
Next we have the demon table of organization of this army. 
It begins with the phrase, Ķagainst the rulers.ķ This is the 
preposition ɸȍȕȎpros plus the accusative plural of arche. 
Pros plus the word archecan be translated ĳface to face 
withĴ or ĳagainst.Ĵ Both are correct. ie. ĳour combat is face to 
face with.Ĵ 7

Exposition of Ephesians 6:12

The struggle is not physical (against flesh and blood); it is a 
spiritual conflict against the spiritual ĶMafia.ķ Though the ranks 
of satanic forces cannot be fully categorized, the first two (rulers 
= archeand authorities = exousia) have already been mentioned 
in 1:21 and 3:10. Paul added the powers of this dark world (cf. 
2:2; 4:18; 5:8) and the spiritual forces of evil. Their sphere of 
activity is in the heavenly realms, the fifth occurrence of this 
phrase, which is mentioned in the New Testament only in 1:3, 
20; 2:6; 3:10; 6:12. Satan, who is in the heavens (2:2) until he 
will be cast out in the middle of the Tribulation (Rev. 12:9-10), 
is trying to rob believers of the spiritual blessings God has given 
them (Ephesians 1:3).
