We began this journey into the Angelic Conflict by way of 
Hebrews chapters 1 and 2. As you recall, the writer of 
Hebrews has conveyed the message to believing Jews that 
their faith is not in vain and without form or substance. This 
epistle written in 67 AD , was three years before the fall of 
Jerusalem and the administration of the fifth cycle of 
discipline. These were the days of vengeance on the Jews, 
many who had crowned their rebellion by rejecting the Lord. 
Therefore Jerusalem should be broken down by the 
Gentiles, until the times of the Gentiles were fulfilled, that is, 
the times destined to the sovereignty of the Gentile empires 
according to the counsel of Godrevealed in the prophecies 
of Daniel. This is the period in which we now live.

These Jews had three years to fortify their souls before the  
desolation . This was the last warning of the coming of the 
fifth cycle of discipline to the Jews. The first warning came 
from the Lord Jesus Christ when he prophesied of it in 
Luke 21: 20 - 24.

Luke 21:20 ð24  "But when you see Jerusalem 
surrounded by armies, then recognize that her 
desolation is near. Then those who are in Judea must 
flee to the mountains, and those who are in the midst 
of the city must leave, and those who are in the country 
must not enter the city; because these are days of 
vengeance, so that all things which are written will be 
fulfilled. Woe to those who are pregnant and to those 
who are nursing babies in those days; for there will be 
great distress upon the land and wrath to this people;

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THE PURPOSE OF INTERJECTING THE AC INTO OUR HEBREWS STUDY
The author of the Hebrew Epistle warns believers of impending 
reversionism and to aid them in recovery of an ECS, and to provide 
doctrine to aid them in the recovery of the ECS. At that time in history 
it was imperative that they recover the fortress of their souls because 
if you do not recover in a time of crisis you forfeit your life as well 
and the administration of the sin unto death is concurrent with the 
administration of national judgment. So there are certain times in 
history when you canĴt afford to be in reversionism because you get 
caught in this trap. 
Another purpose can be stated as the deliverance of believers in 

Jerusalem from the catastrophe of the fifth cycle of discipline. A trend 
that we are living through in our nation at this time in history. 
We want to clarify the issues of the angelic conflict. The believers in 
Jerusalem were going to see a great deal of conflict however, they are 
in a double conflict Ĳ a conflict with the Romans. Even greater than 
that is the angelic conflict and the believerĴs relationship to this great 
spiritual warfare. 15
